Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Leprosy, which we now know as Hansen’s disease, is
difficult to catch and spread. It is readily treated to-
day with antibiotics. Leprosy in biblical times was not
the disease we know today. Whatever the disease
was, it resulted in isolation from the community, syna-
gogue, and family. It was looked upon as a punish-
ment from the Lord. That is why a priest was needed
to pronounce the person clean or unclean.

The main point of the gospel passage was to show, along with our first
reading, that God loves and cares for all people whether they were of Jew-
ish descent or not. All of us are called to give thanks to God. Many times
we turn to the Lord in our need and he responds to our prayers. Some-
times that response is not what we want but what we need. It still gives us
the opportunity to thank God. This may be a challenge for some of us be-
cause we find ourselves trying to control our own lives rather that sub-
mitting to the will of God. I pray that all of us will return to God and give
thanks no matter where we stand in our spiritual journey, for he accepts us
where we are and helps us to move closer to him.

Feast—October 11th

Born into a farming family in
Sotto il Monte in northern Italy in
1881, Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli
was ordained a priest in 1904.
With the help of Germany’s am-
bassador to Turkey, Roncalli
helped save an estimated 24,000
Jewish people during World War
II. Named a cardinal in 1953, he
was elected Pope in 1958 at age
78. He took the name John after
his father and the two patrons of
Rome’s cathedral, St. John Later-
an. He convoked (1959) the Sec-
ond Vatican Council (1962-1965).
“Good Pope John” died of stom-
ach cancer in June 1963. His feast
day recalls the day of the first ses-
sion of the Second Vatican Coun-
cil (1962). Declared a Blessed in
2000, he was canonized, together
with Pope John Paul II, by Pope
Francis in April 2014.
