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SiXTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

FirsT READING: SIRACH 15:15-20

This passage from Sirach gives strong, unequivocal emphasis to free will in every person.
Before each of us is set, sin or virtue, life or death, and each of us are free to choose the
one or the other.

SECOND READING: 1 CORINTHIANS 2:6-10

Paul explains to the Corinthians that there are two different kinds of wisdom — the wis-
dom of God and the wisdom of the world. The wisdom of God is mysterious, but this
wisdom has been revealed “to those who love him” through the Spirit.

GosPEL: MATTHEW 5:17-37

In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus tells the people he has come to fulfill the law. He
speaks strongly against murder and anger, against adultery and lust, and against false
oaths and lies. He warns the people that unless their virtue exceeds that of the Pharisees,
they “will not enter the kingdom of God.”

Lenten Fast and Abstinence Guidelines A Holy Lent
All Catholics from their 14th birthday until and including

their 59th birthday are obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.
One full meal is allowed on the days of fast. Two other meatless meals, suffi-
cient to maintain strength, are allowed. Together the two meals should not ex-
ceed the full meal. Drinking of ordinary liquids does not break the fast. Catho-
lics over the age of 14 are obliged to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday,

Good Friday and the Fridays of Lent.

How Feb. 14 came to be celebrat-
ed as the feast for lovers is some-
what a mystery. What little is
known of the feast’'s namesake
can be attributed to the lives of
two martyrs: one a priest, the
other a bishop. Their lives have
no connection to the contempo-
rary holiday. The priest Valentine
reportedly was beheaded in 269
by Emperor Claudius II. The
bishop, known for healing, was
martyred earlier. It's probable
that a medieval custom of send-
ing messages of love on this day
somehow merged later with the
feast.
