charist

Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Back when I was in Seminary College a professor said, “If you want to hear the lat-
est heresy, listen to your parish priest preach on Trinity Sunday.” We all laughed.
How true his words were. When one looks to share the mystery of God, words fail
because of the depth of the reality of God’s nature. So I would like to share with
you the following passages from the Catechism of the Catholic Church.

261  The mystery of the Most Holy Trinity is the central mystery of the Christian faith and of Christian life. God
alone can make it know to us by revealing himself as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

262  The Incarnation of God’s Son reveals that God is the eternal Father and that the Son is consubstantial with
the Father, which means that, in the Father and with the Father, the Son is one and the same God.

264  The Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father as the first principle and, by the eternal gift of this to the Son,
from the communion of both the Father and the Son.

267  Inseparable in what they are, the divine persons are also inseparable in what they do. But within what is
proper to him in the Trinity, especially in the divine missions of the Son’s Incarnation and the gift of the
Holy Spirit.

I invite you to read, ponder and pray with the Catechism on the God who cherishes us and call us to
be one with Him.
