Twenty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
The cross enters more and more into the scriptures of the liturgies as the seasons begin to change.  We begin to understand the cost of following Jesus on his journey to Jerusalem.
Gospel:  Jesus invites his followers to emulate the prudent discernment of builders and warrior kings as they discern their response to his call.  The cost of laying a sure foundation and being victorious in the way of discipleship is great.  Both require the reprioritization of one’s entire life, including one’s primary relationship and definitions of success.
First Reading:  Our human capacity to discern God’s will is thwarted by his majesty.  Yet, God does not leave us to our own devices, but touches the human mind and heart with the gift of grace to illumine the path that leads to wisdom.
Responsorial:   God’s graciousness enables in us the salvation we are helpless to attain of ourselves.
Second Reading:   Paul summons Philemon to see every aspect and relationship in his life in a new way in light of his relationship to Christ.  Paul proposes that God’s providence was at work in depriving Philemon for a time, so that Philemon might see in him a beloved brother.  God’s providence invites us to view all things with the eyes of faith.
